Reconciling Ministries Network (RMN) celebrates that LGBTQ+ persons are a 
good expression of God's diverse creation and exists to advocate for the 
affirmation of all of God's children in the Church and the world.  RMN is 
committed to intersectional justice across and beyond the United Methodist 
connection, working for the full participation of all LGBTQ+ people throughout 
the life and leadership of the Church.  Hebron United Methodist Church is now 
part of the Reconciling Ministries Network and shares RMN's vision for a 
transformed Church that ensures justice, equity, and dignity for all of God's 
children in their diverse intersecting identities. 
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UMCOR - Where Most Needed -  UMCOR provides humanitarian 
relief and disaster response in the United States and internationally.

In 
addition to legal services provided by skilled attorneys at clinics across 
Northern Illinois, staff and volunteers provide hospitality and needed 
childcare, assist with requisite paperwork and offer a free legal 
consultation for every immigrant who comes to the clinic. 
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The Night Ministry - The Night Ministry is a Chicago-based 
organization that compassionately provides housing, health 
care, outreach, spiritual care and social services to adults and 
youth who struggle with homelessness, poverty and 
loneliness.  The Night Ministry serves individuals as they are, 
without concern for race, ethnicity, religion, sexual 
orientation, or gender identity, and offers a lifeline to our most 
vulnerable neighbors.
